Recipe 

Hearty Chickenless Vegetable Soup 
 
4 celery stalks chopped 
1 onion chopped 
6 cups water (separate 1/2 c, 5 cups and 1/2 c) 
1/4 cup chicken seasoning 
4 potatoes peeled and cubed 
3 carrots peeled and sliced 
1 cups soy curls 
2 cups garbanzo beans with liquid 
1 tbls, nutritional yeast flakes 
1 tsp salt 
3 tbls fresh parsley chopped 
 
Directions: 
 
(1) In large stock pot simmer celery and onions with 1/2 cup water 
and 1/4 cup chicken seasoning until vegetables are tender 
(2) add 5 cups water, potatoes, carrots and soy curls 
(3) In blender mix garbanzo beans, nutritional yeast and salt and 
1/2 cups water util smooth 
(4) stir into pot garbanzo mixture 
(5) add parsley 
(6) simmer 20 minutes on medium heat, if needed add water
